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a) An integrated circuit is defined as: A circuit in which all or some of the circuit elements
are inseparably associated and electrically interconnected so that it is considered to be
indivisible for the purposes of construction and commerce.

b) An Operational Amplifier, or op-amp for short, is fundamentally a voltage amplifying
device designed to be used with external feedback components such as resistors and
capacitors between its output and input terminals.

c) Acapacitoris a device that stores electrical energyin an electric field. It is

a passive electronic component with two terminals. The effect of a capacitor is known
as capacitance.

d) A resistor is an electrical component that limits or regulates the flow of electrical

current in an electronic circuit. Resistors can also be used to provide a specific voltage for
an active device such as a transistor.
